(Phillip Island, Vic — Tuesday 22nd March 2011). An increase in swell has seen performances levels rise

at the 2011 ISA Kneeboard World Titles.

Open competitors tackled a solid 1.5 meter swell with moderate onshore winds at Woolamai beach
today, providing spectators and crowds with some exciting displays of kneeboard surfing.

The standout performer from day 4 of the competition was Michael Novakov from North Narrabeen
(AUS). Novakov, a three time ISA World Kneeboard Champion (1982, 1984, 1986), executed a giant lip
line re entry on a big set wave to score 7.25 (out of a possible 10) and take the lead in the dying minutes
of his round of 64 heat.

Novakov's two wave combined total of 11.0 (out of a possible 20) was enough to relegate Terry Day
(AUS, 8.75) to second place with Phillipe Kilma (Tahiti, 6.65) and Rueben Gutierrez (Spain, 6.35) in third

and fourth respectively.

Fortunately for Kilma and Gutierrez, the round of 64 is a non-elimination round, with both surfers having
another opportunity to battle it out for the last remaining spots in the round of 48.

Novakov pleased with his come from behind heat victory. "The conditions were really tough out there,
there are some good waves but you have to be patient and hunt them down”

“I have been to Phillip Island plenty of times over the years and am really looking forward to the rest of
the event”.

Despite being relelgated to the repercharge round, Kilma was all smiles in the carpark.

“The weather today is really beautiful, where | am from in Tahiti is really warm, It was cold here
yesterday and | am really pleased to see lots of sunshine”.

“I would have preferred to progress through that open heat, but | am more focused on the Kahuna
divsion”.

The Kahuna division is for surfers aged between 55 and 59 and will resume at the semi final stage over
the coming days.



Phillip Island, Vic — Wednesday 23nd March 2011). In intense cold front has battered the ISA
Kneeboard Surfing World Titles at Phillip Island.

The opening heats of day 5 got underway in almost picturesque conditions before event director Adrian
Sorati was forced to postpone the event for several hours as gale force westerly winds and persistent
rain assaulted the event.

“We knew there was a front coming, but no one could have predicted it to be this wild” said Sorati.

“We have a really restricted window to run this massive event, we have had to go on hold to allow our
judges to relocate out of the weather into the Woolamai Surf Life Saving Club ”

The wild weather failed to dampen performance levels, with Hamish Christophers (NZ) locking in two of
the highest two wave totals of the day.

In his Open round of 48 heat, Christophers locked in the days single highest score of a 9.0 (out of a
possible 10) to easily win his way through to the round of 24.

Not content with his Open heat win, Christophers secured a 14.95 two wave total (out of a possible 20)
to comfortably win his Pro Junior division heat.

An emotional Albert Munoz has claimed the 2011 ISA World Kneeboard Open Title in pumping
conditions at Woolamai Beach, Victoria, Australia.

Puerto Rico born Munoz, who is a permanent resident of Australia, scored a 13.0 point two wave total
(out of a possible 20) to beat event standout and Senior Mens Title winner Chayne Simpson (AUS
12.25).

Munoz was met at the water’s edge by his partner and young child, the emotion of the moment almost
overwhelming him.

“Since | very first rode a kneeboard | have wanted to win a world title”.
“I have been dreaming about this since | was a kid”.

“My biggest ambition in life is to be the best in the world, even if it is just for 20 minutes somewhere, |
just wanted to be World Champion”.

“This means everything to me and worlds don’t describe how proud | am to win today”.
A powerful 2 meter swell combined with cold onshore winds made conditions tough for competitors in
the opening heats of the day, however a nicely formed right hand inside rip bank saw plenty of high

scoring opportunities.

The opening final of the day say local Phillip Island surfer Jethro Cooney win his first ISA World Title in
the Junior division.

Cooney’s two-wave total of 8.50 (out of a possible 20) was just enough to take victory ahead of Chris
Linn (USA, 7.50).

Cooney was ecstatic with his win and was all smiles when greeted by his family and friends at the
water’s edge.

“Itis a bit of a shock to win, all of the other guys surf so well”, said Cooney.

“I surf here all the time so | just went out a hunted the double up rights in the rip and found a few good
ones”.

With the dropping tide making the inside banks shallow and inconsistent, Contest Director Adrian Sorati
made the decision to put the event on hold for over three hours at the completion of the Cadets Final.

With the turn of the tide improving conditions, the event resumed later in the afternoon in some of the
best waves seen over the duration of the event.

The final of the Immortals division, for surfers over 64 years of age, was decided in the last five seconds
of the 25-minute affair. American surfer John Mel locked in a 4.50 (out of a possible 10) on the siren to
defeat his opponent David Condon (AUS).

Mel finished with a two-wave total of 9.75 (out of a possible 20), only 0.05 points ahead of Condon on
9.70.

“l couldn't hear the commentary from the lineup, the whole heat | was looking for a second good ride”



said Mel.

“I saw David get a really good ride at the start of the heat and didn’t know what the situation was until |
came in afterwards”.

“The whole American team has been really supportive of each other, it was really special to share the
joy of my victory with the whole team”.

David Parkes (AUS) dominated his Veterans division final, locking two near perfect scores of a 9.00 and
9.65.

Parkes “It is really quite fun out there, from the land it looks cold and uninviting, but I managed to find
two nice rides”.

“I really enjoy surfing in this event, it is a great chance to catch up with friends from all over the world”.

The official event presentations were held at the Isle Of White, a Major Sponsor of the Event. Local
Sculptor Dave Fincher provided all the trophies and Simon Curphey and his band played out the night .
